Beginning Thursday, July 1
thru Monday, July 5th EXCEPT Sunday July 4th, fireworks may be discharged between the hours of 10:30AM and
10:30PM. July 4th, fireworks may be discharged from 10:30AM until midnight. Fireworks may NOT be shot off
from vehicles or at vehicles. Fireworks may not be shot off in the business district at any time. Please have a water
source available nearby and children should always have an adult supervising. For a complete copy of Ordinance
no. 421, please go to the Overbrook website and follow the links.
