Water Conservation in the home — In 2024 each month we will have a water conservation tip that might
help reduce your water bill. This month'’s tip is for the shower. Install Water-Saving Showerheads,
Shower Timers, and Low-Flow Faucet Aerators Inexpensive or
restrictors are easy for the homeowner to install. Long showers can use five to ten gallons every
unneeded minute. “Low-flow” means it uses less than 2.5 gallons per minute. You can easily install

a , which automatically pauses a running shower once it gets warm.
